Even small bushes take many years to grow in 
this harsh coastal environment, please do not drive 
over, step on or break coastal plants. Thank you for 
staying on graded roads and well marked tracks.

Your pets are welcome to visit Hillocks Drive. 
Please keep pets on a leash and under control. 
Pay particular care when walking the beaches 
between August and March – as this is the nesting 
season for the endangered Hooded Plover. More 
information available at the shop.

Bore water and rain water are provided free of 
charge at the shop. Take a container to replenish 
your supplies.

Please be aware of others comfort with regard 
to loud noises, generators or invasive pets, and 
allow polite distance between camps.
